RTI Anticipation Guide
Objective:  Students will be able to access prior knowledge, predict what a passage is about, and revise those predictions after reading the passage as a means of increasing comprehension.

RTI Focus:  Reading Comprehension

Activity (Day One):  The teacher will write 3-10 statements about a passage that the class will read that day.  The statements should focus on key concepts in the passage.  Some statements will be true, and others will be false.  The teacher will then ask each student to predict whether the statement is true or false.  The class will then read the passage and revise their decisions as necessary.  The reading and revisions may be done as a whole class, in groups, or individually
Assessment (Day One):  Students will individually go back and revise all false statements so that they are true.  Students should also note where in the passage the answer is found.
Suggested Response (Day Two):  Students who did not achieve an 80% on the assessment from Day One will participate in an additional activity.  Pair the students and have them share with each other where they thought the correct answer was.  For statements where one person got the answer correct and one got it wrong, they should discuss what makes the answer correct/what made the other answer incorrect.  After ten minutes, the teacher should bring the whole group back together to focus on the most important items and/or items about which the students are still fuzzy.  If the teacher does not feel as if have the students work in partners in the beginning will be productive, everything can be done as a whole group, with the teacher providing (anonymous!) incorrect answers for the class to discuss.  In other words the teacher could collect wrong answers from students’ papers and put them on the overhead, without any reference to whose response it is.  Then the group can discuss why the answer isn’t found in the second sentence on page 182 or why a statement revision is still incorrect.  Finally, the teacher should ask the students to evaluate a few new statements about the passage and revise them as necessary.
