RTI Frayer Method
Objective:  Students will be able to increase their understanding of vocabulary in the content area through the use of the Frayer Method.

RTI Focus:  Vocabulary

Activity (Day One):  The teacher will introduce key vocabulary ask students to complete a Frayer chart for each one.  For templates, please visit:  http://www.worksheetworks.com/miscellanea/graphic-organizers/frayer.html
The teacher may choose to complete these activities as a class or may have students work individually or in groups to complete some or all of the quadrants.
Assessment (Day One):  The teacher will give students a short quiz on the vocabulary to check for understanding.
Suggested Response (Day Two):  Students who did not achieve an 80% on the assessment from Day One will participate in an additional activity in which students create new Frayer charts using different quadrants.  For example, if the quadrants on Day One were:  characteristics, nonessential characteristics, examples, and non-examples, the Day Two quadrants could be:  definition, picture, sentence using the word, and synonyms.
