RTI Inference Activity
Objective:  Students will be able to make inferences as a means of increasing reading comprehension.

RTI Focus:  Reading Comprehension

Activity (Day One):  Teachers will select a passage from their text and complete the four steps detailed in: “The Art and Science of Teaching:  Teaching Inference” from the April 2010 issue of Educational Leadership available from Ms. Fleck or by visiting:  http://www.ascd.org/publications/educational-leadership/apr10/vol67/num07/Teaching-Inference.aspx
Assessment (Day One):  Since each teacher will choose a passage from their curriculum for this activity, please write your own short assessment for this activity.

Suggested Response (Day Two):  Students who did not achieve an 80% on the assessment from Day One will participate in an additional activity, “The Dime Store Novel:  Learning About Inferring,” found in ISTA Spectrum, Volume 36, Number 1 and available from Ms. Fleck.  The teacher will then complete the same steps from Day One, using the same dime store novel and will give a quiz based on the novel.  On a subsequent day, it is highly recommended that the teacher select a passage from the students’ text/content and repeat the activity from Day One and give a quiz to ascertain the transfer of inference back to the content area.  (This could be done with the whole class.  Students who passed the first time should be able to repeat their performance with a second passage, and students who completed the remediation process should demonstrate mastery this time.)
