RTI PLAN (Predict Locate Add Note)
Objective:  Students will be able to increase their reading comprehension through the use of PLAN.

RTI Focus:  Reading Comprehension

Activity (Day One):  The teacher will ask students to complete the Predict, Locate and Add sections of PLAN.  This may be done individually, in groups, or as a whole class.  However, if the students have never done PLAN or are weak in concept mapping, it is highly recommended that the activity is either done as a class or that they complete an example PLAN with a non-content related example. Assessment (Day One):  The teacher will ask students to complete the Note step and/or give a short quiz on the content.  
Suggested Response (Day Two):  Students who did not achieve an 80% on the assessment from Day One will participate in an additional activity.  Because the reasons for poor performance might include unfamiliarity with concept mapping or PLAN in addition to confusion about the content, the teacher will need to tailor the remediation activity to address the issue.  For students for whom the process was a barrier to learning, the teacher may wish to model the creation of a concept map or PLAN, either working with the whole class as a group or doing a think aloud.  For situations where the misunderstanding is primarily content based, the teacher may wish to have students swap the PLANs and make suggestions to each other.  Regardless of the response, the teacher should give students a short quiz on the content after completing the activity.
