RTI QAR
Objective:  Students will be able to increase their reading comprehension by using the QAR strategy when answering questions about the content.

RTI Focus:  Reading Comprehension

Activity (Day One):  The teacher will select a reading passage and an accompanying set of questions from the curriculum.  Before asking students to answer the questions, however, the class should complete a QAR.  For more information about QAR, visit:  http://www.somers.k12.ny.us/intranet/reading/qar.html
Assessment (Day One):  The questions will serve as the assessment.

Suggested Response (Day Two):  Students who did not achieve an 80% on the assessment from Day One will participate in an additional activity.  After grading the students’ responses to the questions, the teacher will decide which of the four types of questions presented the stumbling blocks for students.  Students can then be broken into groups based on which question type they struggled with.  For students for whom “Right There” questions were the problem, the teacher may ask them to do a “think aloud” similar to the Day Two Activity for the RTI Think Aloud.  Students who struggled with “Think and Search” questions may benefit from a visualization activity, graphic organizer, or from a summarizing think aloud.  If a student struggled with “Author and You,” questions, (s)he may benefit by having the teacher perform a think aloud or by completing a PLAN.  Finally, students for whom the “On My Own” questions posed a problem may benefit from creating their own graphic organizer or by doing a free write, while being encouraged by their teacher that they alone have the answer; it is not in the text.
