RTI RAFT
Objective:  Students will be able to summarize what they have read by completing a RAFT.

RTI Focus:  Reading Comprehension/Summarization

Activity (Day One):  The teacher will choose a selection from the students’ curriculum.  After reading the selection via whatever means the teacher thinks appropriate, the students will complete a short writing activity called RAFT. The basic idea, though, is to have students summarize what they have learned through a novel writing assignment such as a want ad, letter, brochure, etc.
Assessment (Day One):  The RAFT itself could serve as the assessment or students could take a short quiz on the content.

Suggested Response (Day Two):  Students who did not achieve an 80% on the assessment from Day One will participate in an additional activity.  By examining the RAFTs completed by the students, the teacher will be better able to flesh out where the misconceptions lie and should select a remediation activity best suited to address them.
