RTI SQ3R Activity
Objective:  Students will be able to engage in the thoughtful process of reading with purpose, improve comprehension and increase their understanding of vocabulary in the content area through the use of the SQ3R method.
RTI Focus:  Comprehension and vocabulary.
Activity (Day One):  The teacher will introduce the SQ3R (Survey, Question, Read Recite, Review) method as described here:

Some modification that have been found to be successful:

Survey:  After students survey a reading selection, have them write down what they believe to be the main idea.

Question: Provide some questions YOU definitely want them to know; but allow THEM to create one or two of their own. Make sure they are using Costa’s level 2 or 3 questions.

Read: Have students use context clues to define vocabulary terms in the reading.  They should write these down either on an SQ3R form or in a personal course dictionary.

Recite: If students place their answers on the back of or on a different page than the questions, it makes for a more effective study guide.

Review: You may want to have students write a brief summary of the chapter; or you may have students improve their graded SQ3R work and study it before an exam.
Assessment (Day One):  The students will be given a reading selection from the course such as a section or chapter from the textbook or an appropriate handout.  Students will then apply the SQ3R method.  Providing a form the first time is helpful. (provided below)
Suggested Response (Day Two):   

If students failed to achieve an 80% on the Day One Assessment, they will participate in a review of the SQ3R method.  Then they will either redo the original activity or move on applying this system to a new assignment.  Successful students may simply move on to the next reading assignment while continuing to use the SQ3R method.  Those students in remediation may benefit from working in groups to peer review their graded SQ3R’s and help each other make improvements.
SQ3R Form
Step 1: Survey: Preview the material that you are about to read. Examine the title, any subtitles or headings, and any information you gain from maps, pictures, diagrams or tables within the reading.  In the space below, state the main idea of the reading selection.
Step 2: Question: Now consider the following questions and create two of your own questions about the reading.  Keep these questions in mind while you are reading, as you will have to write your answers during the RECITE step.
