RTI Visualization Activity
Objective:  Students will be able to use visualization as a means of increasing reading comprehension.

RTI Focus:  Reading Comprehension

Activity (Day One):  Students will draw pictures illustrating their comprehension of a passage in their text.  For more information on how to complete visualization with your students, please borrow a copy of, “Unlocking Academic Vocabulary” from the March 2010 issue of The Science Teacher from the school library or Ms. Fleck, or login to NSTA and visit http://www.nsta.org/publications/article.aspx?id=Z349URi8cV64MDr45I5tm4qM5dCfm25RclhTFvEX7QY=
Assessment (Day One):  Since each teacher will choose a passage from their curriculum for this activity, please write your own short assessment for this activity.
Suggested Response (Day Two):  Students who did not achieve an 80% on the assessment from Day One will participate in an additional, teacher-led activity.  For this activity, the teacher will perform a “think aloud” of his/her own visualization of the passage.  Then students will read a second passage, covering related content.  This could be a passage that covers the same content but from a supplementary source or a passage from the same text covering new but related material (teacher choice).  Finally, they will complete a second quiz on the material.
